Contest Rules:

As a large group, the contestants will attend about a 20-minute workshop on flower arranging
from a local floral design professional. Then the individual contestants will be challenged to
design a fresh floral arrangement.

Contestants are required to provide their own pruning shears, floral design tools
and/or scissors. The only other accepted items to bring are gloves and/or an apron.

Fresh flowers and other flora will be provided, as well as a quart canning jar for your vase.

The floral arrangements will be displayed for the rest of the day in the Creative Arts Building.
Contestants may pick up their arrangement on April 20th
and will need to present photo identification.

Judging & Prizes:
The floral arrangements will then be judged starting at 11:30 a.m.
Judging Standards will be based on the following design principles of Balance, Dominance,
Contrast, Rhythm, Proportion, and Scale. Each contestant will be awarded a Blue Supreme, a
Red Excellent, or a White Great ribbon.
The Blue Supreme winners will then compete for a
Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Belt Buckle.
